Consistency with the Countywide Plan and Rules — The requested Planned
Redevelopment — Mixed Use (PR-MU) category that is proposed to be applied

to amendment areas A and B is compatible with each site’s surrounding
existing uses and nearby Countywide Plan Map categories.

Also, the proposed PR-MU designation is consistent with the purpose
statement that is enumerated in the Countywide Rules which state that the PR-
MU categories are: “fo depict those areas of the County that are developed
with a collection of residential, office, and commercial uses, along corridors,
adjacent to neighborhoods or within distinct areas that are interrelated and
complimentary. This category should facilitate infill and redevelopment of
these areas to create a desirable mix of non-residential and residential uses by
promoting aesthetically pleasing, safe environments, and buildings that are
compatible with the area’s character, uses, and transportation facilities.”

Additionally, due to the nature of the proposed amendment areas size,
intensity, and location, the amendment is considered to be minor in nature and
impact. Therefore, and for these above reasons, the proposed amendment can
be considered consistent with this Relevant Countywide Consideration.

Adopted Roadway Level of Service (LOS) Standard — Both proposed

amendment areas are not located on a roadway whose LOS is below “D”, nor
will the amendments if approved cause any LOS to fall below “D”.

Location on a Scenic/Non-Commercial Corridor (SNCC) — The proposed
amendment areas are not located on a SNCC, so these policies are not
applicable.

Coastal High Hazard Areas (CHHA) — The proposed amendment areas are
not located in a CHHA, so these policies are not applicable.

Designated Development/Redevelopment Areas — The proposed amendment
areas are not located in, nor do they impact, a designated development or
redevelopment area.
