AGEIVDA ITEM:

RECOMMENDATION:
Council Recommend To The Countywide Planning Authority That The Proposed
Countywide Plan Map Boundary Adjustments Be Officially Accepted.

BACKGROUND

The Rules Conceming the Administration of the Countywide Future Land Use Plan
(Countywide Rules) provide a procedure for local governments within Pinellas County to
submit requests for Countywide Plan Map boundary adjustments that involve the
Water/Drainage Feature, Preservation, and Recreation/Open Space categories, as well as
categories associated with diminimus adj ustments.

These boundaries of these categories are often generalized on the Countywide Plan Map and
after site plan review at the local level, or other action such as completion of a wetland
jurisdictional determination, a more specific area can be delineated. More specifically, as per
subsection 6.3.8.6 of the Countywide Rules adjustments can be:

o Related to and consistent with a jurisdictional boundary determination under state
agency rules; or

o Related to and consistent with an approved site plan or project plan for a body of
water or drainage feature; or

o Related to and consistent with the purpose and characteristics of the particular
plan category being adjusted and, absent a determination by the Executive
Director to the contrary, based upon a finding by the local government with
jurisdiction or its designee that such adjustment is diminimus in extent and effect.

The following proposed adjustments to the Countywide Plan Map have been submitted to the
Council for official acceptance consistent with the Countywide Rules. This year, a total of
five map adjustments have been submitted for consideration by the City of Seminole and the
City of Clearwater as summarized below. Both of the City of Clearwater amendments
involve adjacent unincorporated areas. In order to complete the adjustments in this adjacent
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jurisdiction Council staff asked for and obtained letters of no objection from Pinellas County.
Therefore, the result will be continuous, complete, and more accurate Countywide Plan Map
designations for the areas in question.

Citv of Seminole:

o Area I - This area is a part of the Park Trails Subdivision. The adjustment will
reclassify a I.24 acre, l0-foot wide strip of land (a proposed maintenance
easement) involving seven parcels from Residential Low to Preservation along the
eastern edge of the subdivision (or western edge of the contiguous drainage
canal). These parcels are located on the east side of Lake Seminole outfall canal
at the northeast intersection of 98th Street and 82nd Avenue.

Area 2 - This adjustment is adjacent to Lake Seminole and is owned by Pinellas
County Environmental Management. The adjustment will reclassify 3.29 acres of
wetlands and other surface waters from Commercial General to Preservation with
Water/Drainage Feature Overlay, to reflect the existing retention ponds and
natural areas along the eastern side of parcel 22130115100000/430/0400. This
parcel is located on the west side of Lake Seminole at the northeast intersection of
Seminole Boulevard and Claude Whittle Road. Pinellas County, the properfy
owner, has submitted a letter of no objection to the amendment.

Area 3 - This adjustment is part of the OB/GYN Institute, Inc. property and will
reclassify a 0.08 acre strip of land from Institutional to Commercial General along
the eastern border of the site. This parcel is located at9677 Seminole Boulevard.
This adjustment will result in the CG category following the OB/GYN Institute's
properfy line, which was inaccurately described in a previous Countywide Plan
Map amendment.

City of Clearwater:

o Area I - This adjustment is a Preservation line adjustment along the eastern side
of Stevenson's Creek and will reclassiff 1.28 acres on 15 parcels from Residential
Low to Preservation within the Stevenson's Heights Subdivision. These parcels
are located on the west side of Kings Highway, between Fairmont and Engman
Streets. The Preservation category is presently located within the backyards of the
single-family lots involved.

o Area 2 - This adjustment is a part of the Brooklawn Subdivision and will
reclassify 0.85 acres of land involving five parcels from Preservation to
Residential Urban; and 0.33 acres of land from Preservation with Water/Drainage
Feature to Residential Medium. These parcels are located along the eastem side
of The Mall roadway. The previous open creek has been redirected, placed within
culverts from Union Street to Woodlawn Terrace, and moved to the right-of-way
on The Mall.
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
