Determinations of Consistency - Belleair Beach, North Redington Beach, Oldsmar and
South Pasadena

RECOMMENDATION:
Council Recommend the Countywide Planning Authority Adopt the Accompanying
Four Resolutions Approving the Updated Determinations of Consistency

INTRODUCTION

The four local governments of Belleair Beach, North Redington Beach, Oldsmar and South
Pasadena have adopted the amendments to their comprehensive plans (plans) and/or land
development regulations (codes) identified in the Consistency Report. Their plans and codes
are now consistent with the Countlwide Rules. Now that they have resolved the consistency
issues identified in the Consistency Report, it is appropriate to process updated
Determinations of Consistency for the four local governments.

il. BACKGROAND

Based on the Countywide Planning Authority (CPA) direction to examine and identif' the
current status of each local government's plan and code for consistency with the Countywide
Rules, a report entitled Review of Local Government Future Land Use Plans and Land
Development Regulations for Consistency with the Countywide Rules (Consistency Report)
was prepiled. The Consistency Report, approved by the PPC and CPA, identified issues to be
resolved and recommended amendments to be made to the local governments' plans and
codes in order to address inconsistencies with the Countywide Rules. Issues to be addressed
with amendments to the Countvwide Rules were identified and resolved.

After the Consistency Report was approved, the Council staff met with local government
staff members, and some elected officials, to review the Consistency Report findings and
to agree upon the actions required to bring the local jurisdictions' plans andlor codes into
consistency with the Rules.

Belleair Beach, North Redington Beach, Oldsmar and South Pasadena have satisfactorily
resolved the issues identified in the Consistency Report. The Council staff has prepared,
and asks the Council to recommend that the CPA adopt, resolutions approving updated
Determinations of Consistency for these four local governments. The Council received
and discussed the proposed resolution format and content at their May 20,2009 meeting.

Consistency is an ongoing process, as these local governments continually amend their plans
and codes and as the PPC/CPA recommends/approves amendments to the Countywide Rules.
The Council staff will continue to review amendments to these local governments' plans and
codes for consistency with the Countywide Rules. The attached resolutions note that at five-
year intervals from the date of the resolution (anticipated to be adopted by the CPA on August
4, 2009), the Council will review the status of the local governments' future land use
elements, future land use maps and pertinent land development regulations in relationship to
the Rules, and identify any recommended amendments to the local plans, local codes or
Countywide Rules required to maintain the consistency requirements of the Rules.

III. RECOMMENDATION

The Council staff recommends that the Council recommend the Countywide Planning
Authority adopt the accompanying resolutions approving the updated Determinations of
Consistency for the four local governments of Belleair Beach, North Redington Beach,
Oldsmar and South Pasadena.
