Determinations of Consistency - Redington Shores, Safety Harbor and St. Petersburg

RECOMMENDATION:
Council Recommend the Countywide Planning Authority Adopt the Accompanying
Three Resolutions Approving the Updated Determinations of Consistency

BACKGROUND

The Council previously prepared and approved, and the Countywide Planning Authority
(CPA) accepted, the first Consistency Report in 1991. The CPA issued Determinations of
Consistency for the local jurisdictions in 1993 and 1994.

Based on the CPA direction to examine and identify the current status of each local
government's comprehensive plan (plan) and land development regulations (code) for
consistency with the Countywide Rules, a report entitled Review of Local Government
Future Land Use Plans and Land Development Regulations for Consistency with the
Counyrwide Rules (Consistency Report) was prepared. The Consistency Report, approved
by the PPC and CPA, identified issues to be resolved and recommended amendments to
be made by each local government, as well as to the Countywide Rules.

The Countywide Rules have been amended to address the enumerated consistency issues,
and the three local governments of Redington Shores, Safety Harbor and St. Petersburg
have adopted significant portions of the amendments to their plans andlor codes identified
in the Consistency Report. Based on the status of each of these local govemment plans
and codes, it is appropriate to issue a Determination of Consistency for each. The
proposed updated Determinations of Consistency are contingent upon resolution within
one year of the remaining consistency issues identified in Exhibit B of the respective
resolutions.
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Consistency is an ongoing process, as these local governments continually amend their
plans and codes and as the PPC/CPA recommends/approves amendments to the
Countywide Rules. The Council staff will continue to review amendments to these local
governments' plans and codes for consistency with the Countywide Rules. The attached
resolutions note that at five-year intervals from the date of the resolution (anticipated to be
adopted by the CPA on November 17, 2AA9), the Council will review the status of the
local governments' future land use elements, future land use maps and pertinent land
development regulations in relationship to the Rules, and identi$ any recommended
amendments to the local plans, local codes or Countywide Rules required to maintain the
consistency requirements of the Rules.

The Council received and discussed the proposed resolution format and content at their
May 20, 2009 meeting. This is the third group of determinations, bringing the total
number processed to date to eleven.

ill. RECOMMENDATION

The Council staff recommends that the Council recommend the Countywide Planning
Authority adopt the accompanying resolutions approving the updated Determinations of
Consistency for Redington Shores, Safety Harbor and St. Petersburg.

WHEREAS, the PPC undertook such examination and prepared a report entitled, "Review
of Local Government Future Land Use Plans and Land Development Regulations for
Consistency with the Countywide Rules" (Consistency Report No. 2), which report the PPC

AMENDMENTS TO BE COMPLETED WITHIN ONE (1) YEAR
OF THE DATE OF THE RESOLUTION:

1. Amendment of the land development regulations (LDRs) to distinguish the use
characteristics of the P zoning district by future land use plan category. The P
zoning district is utilized in conjunction with the Preservation (P),
Recreation/Open Space (R/OS), Institutional (I) and Transportation/Utility
(T/U) future land use plan categories.

2. Amendment of the LDRs' definitions of "density," "floor area ratio," "gross
residential acre" and "impervious surface ratio" to exclude public road rights-
of-way and submerged land.

3. Amendment of the LDRs' definition of "transient accommodation uses" to
address the term ofoccupancy.

4. Amendment of the LDRs to define ancillary non-residential use and to state
consistently and appropriately the acreage limitations applicable to ancillary
non-residential, transportation/utility, and institutional uses in the zoning
districts.

5. Amendment of the LDRs to specify the restrictions on transfers of
development rights from an existing developed property.
