T BACKGROUIVD

The proposed amendments are intended to recognize the use of these parcels for the Walls
Springs Park. In addition, a Florida Communities Trust grant was obtained to purchase
additional land to be added to Wall Springs and, as a condition of this grant, the future land
use designations for the parcels are required to reflect the park uses.

N. FINDINGS

Staff submits the following findings in support of the recommendation for approval:

A. The proposed Preservation and Recreation/Open Space categories recognize the
current features and future use of the site and are consistent with the criteria for
utilization of these categories.

B. The proposed Preservation and Recreation/Open Space categories either do not
involve, or will not significantly impact, the remaining relevant countywide
considerations.

Relevant Countywide Considerations :

1) Consistencv with the Countvwide Plan and Rules - The subject property
is an undeveloped portion of the Wall Springs Park and is adjoined by a
single-family residential subdivision on the north, US Alternate 19 on the
east, St. Joseph's Sound on the west, and the remainder of Wall Springs
Park on the south. There are five parcels totaling over 5-acres in the eastern
portion of the park area that will remain Residential Low, are privately
owned, and with the exception of one vacant lot, are residentially used.

The Countywide Rules state that the Preservation category is generally
appropriate to "...those natural resource features it is designed to recognize
wherever they may appear and at a size significant to the feature being
depicted in relationship to its surroundings. In recognition of the natural
conditions which they are intended to preserve, these features will
frequently occur in a random and ircegular pattern interposed among the
other categories, "

The RecreatiorVOpen Space locational characteristics state that, "this
category is generally appropriate to those public and private open spaces
and recreational facilities dispersed throughout the county; and in
recognition of the natural and man-made conditions which contribute to the
active and passive open space character and recreation use of such
locations. "

The areas are intended for both passive and active recreation, with the
environmentally sensitive areas being designated Preservation and the areas
that have been disturbed or previously built upon designated
Recreation/Open Space and used for more active recreation uses (e.g.,
paved trails, volleyball courts, canoe/kayak launch, pavilions, etc.).

This amendment is deemed consistent with the purpose statement and
locational characteristics found in the Countywide Rules and the proposed
amendments can be considered consistent with this Relevant Countywide
Consideration.

2) Adopted Roadwav Level of Service (LOS) Standard - The amendment
is not directly located on a roadway with a LOS below "D", nor will the
amendment if approved cause the immediate segment to fall below a LOS
"D. t t



3) Location on a ScenicAlon-Commercial Corridor (SNCC) - The
amendment area is not located within a SNCC, so these policies are not
applicable

4) Coastal Hieh Hazard Areas (CHHA) - Many portions of the amendment
area are within the CHHA. However, the amendments allow for passive
and active recreation facilities that are not in conflict with the CHHA, and
thus the proposed amendment can be considered consistent with this
Relevant Countywide Consideration.

5) Designated Development/Redevelopment Areas - The amendment area
is not located in, nor does it impact, designated development or
redevelopment areas.

6) Adiacent To or Impactins An Adioining Jurisdiction or Public
Educational Facilitv - The amendment is not adjacent to an adjoining
jurisdiction, and will not significantly impact a public education facility.
Therefore, this request can be considered consistent with this Relevant
Countywide Consideration.
