Ability to Serve Report No. 10-4: City of Largo (Florida Power Property)

RECOMMENDATION:
Council, Based on the Accompanying Findings in II. A to D, Adopt a Finding that the
City of Largo has the Ability to Provide Municipal Services to this Area, and
Authorize this Finding to be Transmitted to the City

BACKGROUND

Section 5(12) of Chapter 88-464, Laws of Florida, as amended, requires the Council to
review and make a recommendation to the affected municipality for each annexation of
ten acres or more as to the ability of the municipality to provide municipal services to the
territory proposed to be annexed. Although this report is primarily for the purpose of
determining if the City has the ability to provide the proposed annexation area with urban
services, it is also used to identify any other issues with respect to the annexation. It
should be noted that PPC staff has done a cursory review of this voluntary annexation for
the purposes of tracking annexations in Pinellas County.

The City has indicated in its submission material that it has the ability to provide
municipal services to the area proposed for annexation. The City of Largo public
hearings for this annexation are scheduled for August 3 and August 17,2010.

The proposed annexation area is located to the west of 66th Street N., north of Nicole
Lane, and generally north and east of Largo's current boundaries (see Map 2). Referred
to by the City as the Florida Power Property Voluntary Annexation, the area consists of
one parcel. The property is designated Transportation/Utility on the Countywide Plan
Map. The property is part of a power line corridor. The areato be annexed includes 10.3
acres more or less.

COANTYWIDE PLANNING AUTIIORITY ACTION:
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II. FINDINGS

In accordance with the ability to serve review criteria of PPC Resolution No. 98-2, and
based upon the accompanying data and analysis, staff submits the following findings for
consideration:

A. The subject area is located within an established planning area pursuant to
Chapter 163, F.S., and is contiguous to the current City of Largo jurisdictional
boundaries.

B. The proposed annexation does not create any enclaves.

C. The City of Largo has the ability to provide sanitary sewer service, solid waste
pick up and disposal, law enforcement, fire and EMS services, and recreation
and library services through city departments, county services, or private
contractors.

D. The existing service district boundaries will not change.

III. REVIEW COMMENTS

A. Consistencv with Chapter 171. F.S.: The area is contiguous to municipal
boundaries on its western and southern borders (i.e., a substantial part of a
boundary of the territory sought to be annexed is contiguous (Section
l7l.03l(ll), F.S.)), the area is reasonably compact (Section 17l.03l(12), F.S.),
and no enclaves will be created (Section I7I.03l(13), F.S.). While this is not
part of the review criteria of PPC Resolution No. 98-2, staff finds the proposed
annexation complies with the above provisions.

B. Water: The area proposed for annexation is within the area served by the
Pinellas County Utilities potable water system, so no change in water service is
expected upon annexation. With regard to the level of service and coverage of
the potable water system, no water main extensions or additional fire hydrants
are proposed at this time. Based on the existing use of the property, neither
Largo nor Pinellas County Utilities anticipate that there will be any additional
impact to the water system.

C. Sanitarv Sewer: The proposed annexation is within the City of Largo sanitary
sewer service area, so no change in sewer service is expected upon annexation.
The subject properties are currently connected to the City's sewer system. With
regard to the level of service and coverage of the sewer system, no sewer main
extensions are proposed at this time. Based on the existing use of the property,
Largo does not anticipate any additional impact to the city's sanitary sewer
system.
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D. Solid Waste: Currently, the residents and businesses in unincorporated Pinellas
County must either contract with a private collection service or deliver their
solid waste to a Pinellas County Solid Waste Management collection facility.
Upon annexation, the City of Largo will be able to provide solid waste services
to the area. Largo will assume solid waste collection responsibilities as soon as
practicable depending upon individual contracts and the requirements of Section
171.062(4), F.S.t Documentation from the City of Largo states that, "The City
has the resources, including funding through its Solid Waste Funds, to provide
solid waste collection and disposal service to the proposed annexation area."
Since the proposed area is vacant, there will be little impact to the solid waste
collection service.

Transportation: There will be no changes to roadway maintenance, in that no
roadways are being annexed.

Law Enforcement: The Pinellas County Sheriff s Department currently serves
the area proposed for annexation. The Largo Police Department will serve the
area upon annexation. Largo indicates it has adequate law enforcement
capability to serve this area. Based on the existing use of the property, Largo
anticipates only minimal impact to the city's police department operations.

Fire: The proposed area is in the Largo Fire District. By Interlocal Agreement
with Pinellas County, flrre protection services to the district are provided by the
City of Largo and there will be no change in fire services upon annexation.
Furthermore, the fire district millage rate that is levied for this proposed
annexation area will no longer apply and fire service to the annexed area will be
budgeted and provided out of the city's ad valorem tax revenue. Based on the
existing use of the property, Largo anticipates no increased impact to the city's
fire department operations.

Emergencv Medical Service (EMS): EMS is provided to this area through the
countywide EMS program (as administered and serviced through the fire
districts). The countywide EMS millage will continue to be levied in order to
support this service, regardless ofjurisdiction.

Recreational Facilities: There are no residents living in the proposed
annexation area; therefore, there will be no direct demand for public recreational
facilities.

' If a property has had an exclusive contract for solid waste collection for at least six months before the
annexation occurs, the solid waste provider may continue to provide services to the area for five
years, or the remainder of the contract term, whichever is less (Section 171.062 (4), F.S.)

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J. Libraries: The Largo library system is part of the Pinellas Public Library
Cooperative and is open and available to all persons within the county regardless
of the location of their residence. Thus, annexation into the City of Largo will
have no affect on the availability of library services to the proposed annexation
area. Also, the library millage that is levied for this unincorporated area will no
longer apply and library service will be provided from the city ad valorem tax
revenue and fees.

In Summary, Based on the Accompanying Findings II. A to D, it is Recommended
that the Council Adopt a Finding that the City of Largo has the Ability to Provide
Municipal Services to the Described Area and Authorize this Finding to be
Transmitted to the City.

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Introduction

On January 7, 2OOg Florida Power Corporation ("property owne/') voluntarily executed an Annexation
Agreement and Petition for Annexation allowing the City of Largo ("City') to annex its property. The property
totals approximately 10.3286 acres and is located east of 72nd Street North, west of 66th Street North, north
of Nicole Lane and south of 142nd Avenue North, and being more particularly described below in Table 1 and
on Map A, which is attached hereto. The property is non-residential and contains no registered electors.
The property contains electrical transmission lines, but for the most part is vacant. The property will be
annexed into the City of Largo with the same land use designation of Transportation Utility as provided for in
unincorporated Pinellas County.

In accordance with the property owner's wishes, the City is now commencing annexation proceedings for the
property. Annexation of the property by the City is pursuant to criteria contained in Chapter '171.044, Florida
Statutes and Pinellas Planning Council ('PPC") Resolution No. 98-2. Pursuant to PPC Resolution No. 98-2,
all proposed annexations of ten acres or more require the submission of an annexation report (Ability to
Serve Report) setting forth the plans to provide urban services to any area to be annexed. Such report must
be filed in a time frame that allows the PPC to act on the request prior to final action by the annexing local
government. This report is prepared to satisfy those requirements.

The proposed annexation requires two readings before the City Commission ("Commission"). The first
reading and second reading/public hearing have been tentatively scheduled for August 3, 2010 and August
'17,2010. These dates should allow the PPC time to review this report.

The subject property listed in Table 1 is commonly referred to as the Annexation of Florida Power Properg
(herein after referred to as "propert/'or "annexation area"). The property to be annexed is contiguous to the
City limits from the west and south as shown on Map A.

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Graphic Descriptions

The proposed annexation will occur within Section 06, Township 30 South, Range 16 East, Pinellas County,
Florida and being more particularly described in the attached legal description. The following maps are
attached to this report pursuant to the requirements of PPC Resolution No. g8-2:

1. Map A shows the general location of the area to be annexed.
2. Map B shows the present and proposed municipal boundaries.
3. Map C shows the general land use pattern in the area to be annexed.
4. Map D shows the existing sanitary sewer distribution system.
5. Map E shows the existing potable water distribution system.
6. Map F shows an aerial of the general location of the area to be annexed.

Gertifications

Pursuant to Chapter 171.044, F.S., the City certifies the area to be annexed is a voluntary annexation and this
application will not result in the creation of an enclave. The area to be annexed currently is and was
contiguous to the municipality's boundaries as defined in Chapter 171.031 (11), F.S., at the time the
annexation proceedings began (see Maps A through F). In addition, it is certified that the area to be annexed
is reasonably compact and that no part of the area is located within the boundary of another incorporated
municipality. lt is further certified that all of the area to be annexed is developed for urban purposes and that
alldefinitions contained in Chapter 171.031(8), F.S., ["Urban in Gharacter''], Chapter 171.031(10), F.S. ["Urban
Purposes"l and the criteria outlined in Chapter 171.043(2), F.S., regarding standards for urban purposes are
met.

General Description

The proposed annexation is located east of 72nd Street North, west of 66th Street North, north of Nicole
Lane and south of 142nd Avenue North (see Map A). The property to be annexed is contiguous to the City
municipal boundary from the east and south. This report focuses on land uses and parcel information
derived from the Pinellas Countywide Future Land Use Map, Pinellas County Property Appraiser data and
the Pinellas County GIS maps. The legal description provided delineates the entire perimeter ol the
proposed annexation area in accordance with Chapter 171.

The corresponding Pinellas Countywide Comprehensive Land Use Plan Map designations (Adopted January
31, 19B9 and amended through August 5, 2008) show that the parcel in the proposed annexation area has a
land use designation of Transportation Utility. Map C delineates the future land use designations as shown
on the Countywide Future Land Use Plan Map.

Municipal Services Provision

Upon annexation, the proposed annexation area will be subject to all laws, regulations, and ordinances in
effect in the City as well as all privileges and benefits entitled to City residents. All municipal services
provided within the City will be afforded to the property owner. The proposed annexation currently has all of
the essential and appropriate municipal services avaihble to serve the properties. However, some of the
existing private services will need to come under City services, such as solid waste collection and disposal.
Availability of individual municipal services to the proposed area are addressed below in greater detail. The
City, through its Capital lmprovements Element (ClE) of the Comprehensive Plan, annual budget, and its
Capital lmprovement Program (ClP) will identify all new capital improvements that may be necessary to
accommodate any unanticipated infrastructure needs with this annexation.

Sanitarv Sewer

The City of Largo owns, operates and maintains an 18 million gallon design (MGD) capacity advanced
wastewater treatment (AWT) control facility. This facility currently treats all wastewater in the City Sanitary
Sewer District for properties both inside and outside the City limits for reclaimed usage primarily for irrigation
purposes. The property is vacant and therefore the City wastewater facility currently does not serve the
property. The area surrounding the property, as depicted in Map D, currently is served by the City
wastewater facility. Map D shows Largo's existing sanitary sewer collection/service area. Map D includes all
collection lines and other appurtenances necessary to provide high levels of service. No change in sanitary
sewer service is expected upon annexation and no sewer main extensions are proposed at this time.

The City's Environmental Services Department will continue to ensure that both City owned and privately
owned collection and transmission systems are in compliance with state and federal guidelines and that all
systems are properly permitted and monitored. This will help ensure the properties connected to the City's
sanitary sewer syslem continue to receive quality sewer service. This also helps to prevent the overflow of
untreated wastewater into local waterways, as well as the illegal dumping of hazardous materials into the
City's collection and treatment system.

The City, through its annual budget, specifically its Capital lmprovement Program (ClP) and Sewer
Expansion Fund, provides funding for the expansion of the City Sanltary Sewer System. These sources and
others are used at the appropriate time and at the discretion of the City, to expand the sanitary sewer system
for the purpose of providing service to annexation areas. The City expands its sanitary sewer system for the
purpose of allowing as many property owners as possible to abandon septic tanks. This serves the public
purpose of eliminating septic tanks which significantly reduces the potential for contamination of surface
water, groundwater and other adverse effects on public health.

Solid Waste

Due to the subject property being vacant, the City anticipates very little impact to the City's solid waste
collection division. The property owner of the subject property agreed to use the City's solid waste collection
services when needed.

Currently, residents and businesses in unincorporated Pinellas County must either contract with a private
collection service or deliver their solid waste to a Pinellas County Solid Waste Management collection facility.
Upon annexation, the property owner will be required to contract with the City for Solid-waste collection and
recycling services. The City will allow private collection to continue until such time as the contracts between
the private hauler and the property owner expires, up to a maximum of five years. The City provides solid
waste containers of various capacities, collection and final disposal service to all residents and businesses in
the Gity.

The City of Largo's Solid Waste Collection Program operates as an enterprise fund. Solid waste collection
service is funded by the fees generated through the collection services provided to residential and
commercial property owners in the City. According to the City of Largo Annual Budget Fiscal Year 2010, the
Solid Waste Fund has no outstanding debt and no borrowing is projected over the next five years. The City
has consistently come in under budget in the Solid Waste Collection program. After review of its budget and
resources, the City's Public Works Department indicated its Solid Waste Collection Division has the
appropriate funding and capacity to provide service to the area proposed for annexation any time before and
after the said five years.

Streets Lights and Siqns

The property does not require any street lighting or sign posting by the City, therefore having very little impact
on the City's resources. The cost of any lighting is and will continue to be the responsibility of the property
owner.
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For public rights-of-way under the City's jurisdiction, the City provides all the traffic regulation devices on City
streets, such as sign posts, street and stop signs, and other street devices with no additional.assessment to
the residents. Stafl members from the City field-check proposed annexation areas for existing streetlights, as
well as street and stop signs. For public rights-of-way located in areas proposed for annexation that are
currently lacking sufficient signage, the City brings them into compliance after annexation. No rights-of-way
will be annexed under this annexation. The City's Public Works Department indicates the annexation area
will have minimal impact on its resources and that it has the capacity to provide services, if and when
needed, to the area proposed for annexation.

Potable Water

Pinellas County Utilities provides potable water to all of the proposed annexation area. The City anticipates
no change to the existing service. Map E shows the existing potable water distribution network. The existing
water system and fire hydrant configuration is in an acceptable condition.

Stormwater Management

The existing drainage conveyance systems on the property will be maintained by the property owner.
Discharges into public stormwater systems will be the responsibility of the jurisdictional authority. In the
event further development or redevelopment occurs in the area proposed for annexation, stormwater systems
will be improved or constructed, by the property owner, in accordance with the rules and regulations of the
Southwest Florida Water Management District.

Police

The area proposed for annexation is currently served by the Pinellas County Sheriff's Department and
County Code Enforcement. Upon annexation, the area will be served by the City Police Department. The
City Police Department currently has 140 sworn officers and 101 patrol cars. The City deems this adequate
to cover the additionalacreage that will be annexed.

The Police Department currently services incorporated properties abutting the property. The Police
Department indicated that the annexation of the property would create a negligible impact on the police
officers patrolling the area surrounding the annexation area.

Over the past decade, the City has consistently pursued annexations within the City's planning service area.
Ad Valorem taxes collected within annexed areas are General Fund revenues that assist in supporting
several City departments, to include Police. Entering fiscal year 2010, the Police Department had no
outstanding debt, and closed out the previous fiscal year (2009) under budget.

After review of its budget and resources, the City has the appropriate funding and capacity to provide service
to the area proposed for annexation.

Recreation and Parks

The property is currently vacant and therefore will not impact the City's Recreation, Parks and Arts
Department. The Largo Recreation and Parks programs are available to all residents of the City. Residential
and business annexations into the Cily of Largo present recreational opportunities at reduced rates
compared to unincorporated property owners.

According to the Recreation and Open Space Element of the 2008 Largo Comprehensive Plan the Level of
Service (LOS) standard for recreation and open space shall be 7.5 acres per 1,000 in population for
residentialdevelopment. The City's current LOS is 8.6 acres of parkland per 1,000 in population.
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After review of its budget and resources, the City's Recreation, Parks and Arts Department indicated its
Divisions and parks have the appropriate funding and capacity to continue to provide a high level of service
to the area surrounding the property any time before and after annexation.

Library

The property is currently vacant and therefore will not impact the City Library with any new custorners. The
City Library facility is a member of the Pinellas Public Library Cooperative, Inc. and therefore is open and
available to all persons within Pinellas County regardless of the location of their residence. The property
proposed for annexation currently pays a separate millage rate for library services, as do all unincorporated
properties, giving all unincorporated residents access to libraries participating in the Pinellas County Library
Cooperative. Upon annexation, this millage will no longer apply and a portion of the City millage will be used
for City library services.

Fire Protection. Rescue and Emergency Medical Services

The proposed annexation area is currently located within the Largo Fire District. The City's Fire and Rescue
services have the ability to continue to serve the property. The majority of service, if needed, would be
provided by Fire Station #38, located between Belcher Road and 66th Street North, just south of Ulmerton
Road. Fire, rescue and emergency response services in Pinellas County are provided by first responder
agreements, so emergency services will not change after the annexation is approved.

Emergency Medical Service (EMS) is provided to this area through the Countywide EMS program. The
Countywide EMS millage will continue to be levied in order to support this service, regardless of jurisdiction.

Other Citv Services

All appropriate current and future City services not listed above are or will be available to the area proposed
for annexation upon the effective date of the annexation.

Financing Municipal Services

The major revenues that are collected from annexed properties, including the subject property, include ad
valorem taxes, stormwater fees, sanitary sewer impact fees, solid waste collection fees, communication
service taxes, municipal utility taxes and franchise fees. The revenues collected from properties after
annexation go either into the City's General Fund, Wastewater Fund, Stormwater Fund and/or the Solid
Waste Fund. These funding sources pay for the cost of providing municipal services to annexation areas.
The services the City will provide or already provides to annexation areas include, sanitary sewer, stormwater
management, police and code enforcement, recreation and parks, library, solid waste, fire protection and
road and other right-of-way improvements. The City, through its Capital lmprovements Element (ClE) of the
Comprehensive Plan, annual budget, Capital lmprovement Program (ClP) and other funding sources
identifies all new capital and municipal improvements that may be necessary in providing any unforeseen
infrastructure, transportation or other needs associated with the area proposed for annexation.

Gonclusion

Based on the information presented in this report, as required by PPC Resolution No. 98-2, the City has the
ability to provide and finance municipal services to the area proposed for annexation. All appropriate current
and future City services will be available to the property owner within the proposed annexation area on the
effective date of the annexation of the properties.
