Case CW 08-47: Pinellas County - Mr. Crawford stated that this 0.3 acre site is
proposed to be amended from Commercial Neighborhood (CN) to Residential Low
(RL). He stated that the site is now vacant and was formerly a dry cleaner business;
that Pinellas County Community Development purchased the site in 2006 for
construction of a single-family home; and that the property to the south contains a
vacant commercial building, the property to the west is occupied by a single-family
home, and to the east is a vacant restaurant.

After full presentation of the reports and following discussion, Bob Jarzen moved to
approve the staff recommendation of approval for Cases CW 08-42, CW 08-43 and
08-47; the motion was seconded by Rick MacAulay and carried (vote I l-0).

5.3.4.1 Ivpe A. Except as specifically excluded herein, amendments of one (1) acre or less,
irrespective of the Countywide Plan Map classification or category from which and to
which the amendment is sought, (e.g., from Residential Low to Commercial General) are
subthreshold. The zubtbreshold status does not apply to amendments located on a
Scenic/l'{on-Commercial Corridor. Type A subthreshold status is subject to a thirty (30)
ulcre per year aggregation limit (type A + B + c) for each local government.

Tvpe B. Except as specifically excluded herein, amendments of ttnee (3) acres or less
within the sarne major classification only (e.g., from Commercial Neighborhood to
Commercial General) are subthreshold - subject to the limitations on Scenic/Ir{on-
cornmercial corridors, and the thifly (30) acre aggregation limit (Type A + B + c).

Tvpe E. Amendments of any size to the Water/Drainage Feature, Recreation/Open
Space, and heservation categories are subthreshold - without limitation, except from
heservation to Recreation/Open Space which shall be considered as a Type B
subthreshold amendment

1. The amendment is consistent with Article IV, Plan Criteria and Standards of these
Countywide Rules and with the Countywide Plan as implernented tlrough the
Countywide Rules.

2. The arnendment does not negatively impact a roadway segment where the existing
Irvel of Service (LOS) is below I-OS "D" or where projected trafEc resulting
from the amendment would cause the existing LOS to fall below I-OS "D".

3. The arnendment is not located within a designated Scenic/I.{on-Commercial
Conidor as delineated on the CowtywideScenic/1,{on-CommercialCorridorMap,
(Submap No.I.)

4. The amendment is not locared within a designated Coastal High Hazard Area
5- The amendinent does not involve the creation, expansion, or ontraction of a

Residential Very High (RVH), Activity Center (AC), Community Redevelopment
District (CRD), Central Business District (CBD), Industrial Limited 6tr-;,
Industrial General (IG) category or the Planned Redevelopment categories.

6. The amendment is not located adjacent to another jurisdiction and does not
signifrcantly impact a public education facilify.
