Regular Plan Amendments:

Case CW 08-44: Pinellas County — Mr. Crawford stated that this 3.7 acre site is
located on the east side of Seminole Blvd. between Grove Terrace and Valencia
Terrace and is proposed to be amended from Residential Urban (RU) to Residential
Low Medium (RLM). He stated that the proposed amendment to RLM would allow
construction of residential apartment units at a density of 10 units per acre (upa); that
the former mobile home park had 37 units resulting in a density of 10 upa as well;
and that all but two of the mobile homes have been removed from the site. The
subject area has frontage on Lake Seminole and is also adjacent to the City of
Seminole on three sides. Mr. Crawford stated that the area to the south of the site
has a new residential complex built at 15 upa and the area to the north contains a
mobile home park. The remainder of the adjacent and nearby parcels along
Seminole Boulevard contain a mixture of commercial and office uses.

Mr. Crawford also noted the nearby urban activity center; noted there would be no
significant increase in school impact; and no negative or significant impact to the
City of Seminole.

Ms. Jarzen noted that the City of Seminole supports this amendment.

After full presentation and findings of the report, Sharen Jarzen moved to approve
the staff recommendation of approval; the motion was seconded by Fred Metcalf and
carried (vote 12-0).

Consistency with the Countywide Plan and Rules — The Residential Low

Medium (RLM) category that is proposed for the vacant amendment area is
compatible with the surrounding existing uses and nearby Countywide Plan
Map categories. These adjacent uses are both residential, with a mobile home
park to the north built at 10.4 units per acre, and multi family apartments to the
south, built at 15 units per acre. Also, as indicated for the RLM category
below, the area further to the west of the subject area along Johnson Boulevard
could be considered an urban activity center within the City of Seminole.

The proposed RLM designation is consistent with the purpose and locational
criteria that are enumerated in the Countywide Rules which state that the CG
category is: “fo depict those areas of the County that are now developed, or
appropriate to be developed, in a low to moderately intensive residential
manner, and to recognize such areas as primarily well-suited for residential
uses that are consistent with the urban qualities, transportation facilities and
natural resource characteristics of such areas.” The locational characteristics
in the Rules state that: “/T]his category is generally appropriate to locations
in close proximity to wurban activity centers; in areas where use and
development characteristics are low medium residential in nature; and in
areas serving as a transition between low density and high density residential
areas. These areas are generally served by and accessed from minor and
collector roadways which connect to the arterial and thoroughfare highway
network...."

This amendment is consistent with the purpose statement and locational
characteristics found in the Countywide Rules. Therefore, the proposed
amendment can be considered consistent with this Relevant Countywide
Consideration.

Adopted Roadway Level of Service (LOS) Standard — The amendment area

is not located on a roadway whose LOS is below “D”, and the amendment will
not cause the adjacent roadway to fall below LOS D.

Location on_a Scenic/Non-Commercial Corridor (SNCC) — The proposed

amendment area is not located on a SNCC, so these policies are not applicable.

Coastal High Hazard Areas (CHHA) — The proposed amendment area is not
located in a CHHA, so these policies are not applicable.

Designated Development/Redevelopment Areas — The amendment area is
not located in, nor does it impact, a designated development or redevelopment
area.

Adjacent To or Impacting An Adjoining Jurisdiction or_Public
Educational Facility — The amendment is adjacent to the City of Seminole to

the west, south, and north. The Countywide Plan Map designates the adjacent
residential areas as Residential Medium (15 units per acre) and Residential
Urban (7.5 units per acre). The areas to the west along Seminole Boulevard
are designated Commercial General (CG). Pinellas County serves the area
with sanitary sewer, potable water, and police services. The City of Seminole,
through a contract with Pinellas County, provides fire protection to the subject
arca. The proposed amendment should not significantly impact the City of
Seminole’s ability to provide fire services to the subject area.

Additionally, the amendment area does not adjoin, but may impact, a public
educational facility through the addition of school aged children to the area.
These additional students can be accommodated through the School Board’s
student assignment program. Therefore, this request can be considered
consistent with this Relevant Countywide Consideration.
