il. FINDINGS

Staff submits the following findings in support of the recommendation for approval of the
amendment to CG:

A. The proposed CG plan category is consistent with the criteria for utilization of this
category.

B. The proposed CG plan category is an appropriate classification that provides for
reasonable use of the property consistent with adjoining use and plan classifications.

C. The proposed CG plan category will not negatively impact the adjoining jurisdiction,
which is the City of Pinellas Park to the west.

D. The proposed CG plan category either does not involve, or will not significantly impact,
the remaining Relevant Countywide Considerations.

Regular Plan Amendments:

Case CW 08-45: Pinellas County - Mr. Crawford stated that this 5.6 acre site is
located on the north side of Park Blvd, 650 feet west of 66ft St. North and is
proposed to be amended from Residential Urban (RU), Commercial General (CG),
and Preservation to CG and Preservation. He stated that the proposed amendment to
CG would allow development of a former I l6-unit mobile home park with a
commercial, office, or mixed use project including residential units; that all mobile
homes have been removed from the site and it remains vacant. The northem
boundary of the parcel has a drainage canal running through it from east to west and
north of that lies a thin strip of CG designated land. Mr. Crawford also noted that
the City of Pinellas Park annexed the parcel to the west on Park Street in 2004 and
would be considered an adjacent local government that could be impacted by this
request. Additionally, the Council recommended approval of an amendment from
RU to CG for this adjacent parcel in September. He further noted that the majority
of uses in this area are commercial in nature and include a shopping center to the
east, a car sales lot to the west, St. Pete College to the southeast and a mobile home
park directly across Park Blvd. Additionally there are two separate areas that
include residential uses adjacent to the site - one area on the east and one area on the
west. There is not an amendment to the area desisnated Preservation included with
this application.

Mr. Crawford further noted that staff has asked the County to buffer the single
family uses adjacent to the amendment area.

In response to query from Ms. Vincent, Mr. Beardslee stated there had been no
opposition received from the single-family areas and discussion followed with
regard to the 200 ft. notification requirement in all directions.

After full presentation and findings of the report, Dean Neal moved to approve the
staff recommendation of approval; the motion was seconded by Gordon Beardslee
and carried (vote I2-0).

Re I ev snt C o untvw ide C ons ider ations :

l) Consistencv with the Countvwide PIan and Rules - With the exception of
the Residential Urban category and single family uses immediately west and
east of the subject area, the Commercial General (CG) category that is
proposed for the amendment area is compatible with the surrounding existing
uses and nearby Countywide Plan Map categories. The majority of the uses
along Park Boulevard are commercial in nature and the site is nearby the City
of Pinellas Park's Redevelopment District (to the east along 66ft St. North).
The site also abuts a major arterial roadway, Park Boulevard.

Additionally, the proposed CG designation is consistent with the purpose and
locational criteria that are enumerated in the Countywide Rules which state
that the CG category is: "to depict those areos of the County that are now
developed, or appropriate to be developed, in a manner designed to provide
community and countywide commercial goods and services; and to recognize
such areas as primarily consistent with the need, relationship to adjoining uses
and with the objective of encouraging a consolidated, concentrated
commercial center providingfor the full spectrum of commercial uses." The
locational characteristics in the Rules state that: "[TJhis category is generally
appropriate to locations in and adjacent to activity centers where surrounding
land uses support and are compatible with intensive commercial use; and in
areas in proximity to and with good access to major transportation facilities,
including mass transit .... "

Therefore, the proposed amendment can be considered consistent with this
Relevant Countywide Consideration. However, the two small remaining areas
containing single family homes should be buffered from the proposed uses on
the subject area.

Adopted Roadwav Level of Service (LOS) Standard - The amendment area
is not located on a roadway whose LOS is below "D", and will not cause the
adjacent roadway, Park Boulevard, to fall below LOS D.

Location on a ScenicAlon-Commercial Corridor (SNCC) - The proposed
amendment area is not located on a SNCC, so these policies are not applicable.

Coastal Hieh Hazard Areas (CHHA) - The proposed amendment area is not
located in a CHHA, so these policies are not applicable.

Designated Development/Redevelopment Areas - The amendment area is
not located in, nor does it significantly impact, a designated development or
redevelopment area (i.e., Pinellas Park's redevelopment district to the east
along 66ft Street North).

Adiacent To or Impactine An Adioinins Jurisdiction or Public
Educational Facilitv - The amendment is adjacent to the City of Pinellas Park
to the north and south, as well as the southwest and southeast. The
Countywide Plan Map designates these adjacent areas as CG, with Residential
Urban to the north across the drainage canal. The requested amendment to CG
should not significantly impact the interests of Pinellas Park. The City of
Pinellas Park services the area with sanitary sewer, water, and fire protection
(via a contract with Pinellas County). The Pinellas County Sheriffs office
provides the site with police services.

Additionally, the amendment area does not adjoin, nor will it impact, a public
educational facility. Therefore, this request can be considered consistent with
this Relevant Countywide Consideration.
