Zoning Administration

Every local government in Florida must adopt and implement a land development code. The zoning
administrator is primarily responsible for interpreting and applying these land development regulations.

The University of Florida's Urban and Regional Planning Department, a PAB-accredited graduate
planning program, has developed a short course for zoning administrators with an emphasis on land
development regulation as it is practiced in Florida. The course provides an opportunity to learn the
practices and techniques for effective land development regulation from seasoned zoning administrators.

The course is designed for public administrators and private sector practitioners engaged in the process
of land development regulation. This course is certified for AICP Certification Maintenance (CM) credits.

Session 1: Basics of Zoning Administration —The roles, responsibilities and authorities of the zoning
administrator are explored including relationships to elected and appointed officials and agencies,
development review procedures, the quasi-judicial process, strategies for streamlining, relationships with
developers and responsibilities to the public.

Session 4: Writing Defensible Staff Reports - The zoning administrator must prepare a report to put in
writing the analysis and recommendation for everything from a small scale amendment to the Future
Land Use Map to a zoning change to site plan review or multiple phased master planned communities
applications. Staff reports become part of the legislative and quasi-judicial record - a record that is even
more important when there is an appeal or a legal challenge. What makes the report defensible? This
session will guide the planner in preparing defensible reports.
