G. Amendment of Agreement.

(1) This Agreement may be amended from time to time only
by the mutual consent of the parties according to the same
formalities required for the execution of this Agreement.

Section 3. Development of the Property.

A. Conditions. No development shall be allowed upon the
property which is inconsistent with the stated policies of the City’s
Comprehensive Plan, Land Development Code or any applicable

Development Order. Additionally, no permanent residential development
of any configuration shall be permitted in excess of 10 units per
acre, irrespective of the zoning assigned to the property. Except as
herein or in the Development Order specifically permitted or stated
to the contrary, all development activity and construction conducted
in or on the Property shall be in accordance with contemporaneously
applicable local, state and federal laws, regulations and ordinances.

B. Rules, Regulations, Zoning and Official Policies.

(1) This section shall not preclude the application to the
Property of changes 1in City ordinances, regulations, plans or
policies, the terms of which are specifically mandated and required
to be applied to the Property by changes in water management
districts or state or federal laws or regulations. In the event such
changes in state or federal laws prevent or preclude compliance with
one or more provisions of this Agreement (and the Project is not
otherwise entitled to a vested rights status by statute or law), the
City and Developer shall take such action as may be required to
modify this Agreement.

(2) This section shall not Dbe construed to 1limit the
authority or obligation of the City to hold necessary public
hearings, to limit the future discretion of the City or any of its
officers or officials with regard to rules, regulations, ordinances,
laws and entitlements of use which would require the exercise of
discretion by the City or any of its officers or officials; provided
that the City is currently exercising its discretionary powers with
respect to the Project 1in the execution of this Agreement and
subsequent discretionary actions shall not prevent development of the
Project for the 1land uses and to the density and intensity of
development as provided by this nor act as a cancellation of the
provisions of this Agreement.

Section 4. Development of Property as a Private Undertaking.

It 1is specifically understood that the development of the
Property 1s a private undertaking. No partnership, joint venture or
other association of any kind is formed by this Agreement. The only
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relationship between the City and the Developer 1s that of a
government entity regulating the development of private property and
the owner of such private property.

Section 5. Miscellaneous Provisions.

A. Recording. The Developer wupon the execution of this
Agreement, shall pay to the City the costs of recording a memorandum
of this Agreement among the Public Records of Pinellas County,
Florida and the Agreement shall thereafter be recorded.

B. Severability. If any sentence, phrase, paragraph, provision
or portion of this Agreement is for any reason held invalid or
unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion
shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and
such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion
thereto unless removing such sentence, phrase, paragraph, provision
or portion from this Agreement would frustrate the intentions of
either of the parties hereto in executing this Agreement.

C. Successors and Assigns. The rights, benefits, burdens and
obligations created and imposed by this Agreement shall inure to the
benefit of and be binding upon the successors and assigns of the
parties hereto.

Subthreshold Plan Amendments:

Case CW 09-01: City of St. Pete Beach — Mr. Crawford stated that this 0.7 acre site
is proposed to be amended from Residential Low Medium (RLM) to Residential
High (RH) with Resort Facilities Overlay (RFO) and is located at 1301 and 1307
Gulf Way. He stated that the amendment would reclassify two parcels near the Gulf
of Mexico to reflect their current use which includes two small hotels with a total of
20 rooms; that these current non-conforming uses could then be rebuilt or expanded.

***Marie Dauphinais entered the meeting at this time.***

Mr. Crawford noted that the City intends to apply their Traditional Hotel District
zoning designation to the properties which does not allow any residential uses, in
addition to entering into a development agreement with each property owner that
would limit residential density to 10 upa should a different zoning designation be
applied.

Ms. Hartley noted that the rezoning and development agreements have been
approved by the planning board and City Commission on first reading. In response
to query from Ms. Clayton, Ms. Hartley noted that there are six other hotels in this
vicinity, but no others have applied for similar consideration.

After full presentation of the report, Gina Clayton moved approval of staff
recommendation of approval, subject to the attached development agreements; the
motion was seconded by Fred Metcalf and carried (vote 10-0).

5.3.4.1 Type A. Except as specifically excluded herein, amendments of one (1) acre
or less, irrespective of the Countywide Plan Map classification or category
from which and to which the amendment is sought, (e.g., from Residential
Low to Commercial General) are subthreshold. The subthreshold status does
not apply to amendments located on a Scenic/Non-Commercial Corridor.
Type A subthreshold status is subject to a thirty (30) acre per year aggregation
limit (Type A + B + C) for each local government.

53.4.2 Type B. Except as specifically excluded herein, amendments of three (3)
acres or less within the same major classification only (e.g., from Commercial
Neighborhood to Commercial General) are subthreshold - subject to the
limitations on Scenic/Non-Commercial Corridors, and the thirty (30) acre

aggregation limit (Type A + B + C).

Type C. Amendments up to five (5) acres where the density does not exceed
seven and a half (7.5) units/acre (e.g., Residential Urban) are subthreshold -
without limitations except as outlined in Section 4.2.7.1, Table 2, and the thirty
(30) acre aggregation limit (Type A +B + C).

Type D. Amendments irrespective of size, providing they are within the same
classification and made from a more intensive category to a less intensive
category are subthreshold (e.g., from Residential High to Residential
Medium). There are no limitations as to location or aggregation.

Type E. Amendments of any size to the Water/Drainage Feature,
Recreation/Open Space, and Preservation categories are subthreshold -
without limitation, except from Preservation to Recreation/Open Space which
shall be considered as a Type B subthreshold amendment.

Type F. All amendments that are ineligible as Type A through E subthreshold
amendments shall be reviewed to determine whether they involve, and
therefore must be considered as a regular amendment pursuant to, the
enumerated Relevant Countywide Considerations in Section 5.5.3 of these
Countywide Rules. The amendment shall be treated as a subthreshold
amendment if:

1. The amendment is consistent with Article IV, Plan Criteria and
Standards of these Countywide Rules and with the Countywide Plan
as implemented through the Countywide Rules.

2. The amendment does not negatively impact a roadway segment where
the existing Level of Service (LOS) is below LOS “D” or where
projected traffic resulting from the amendment would cause the
existing LOS to fall below LOS “D”.

3. The amendment is not located within a designated Scenic/Non-
Commercial Corridor as delineated on the Countywide Scenic/Non-
Commercial Corridor Map, (Submap No.1.)

4. The amendment is not located within a designated Coastal High
Hazard Area.

5. The amendment does not involve the creation, expansion, or
contraction of a Residential Very High (RVH), Activity Center (AC),
Community Redevelopment District (CRD), Central Business District
(CBD), Industrial Limited (IL), Industrial General (IG) category, or
the Planned Redevelopment categories.

6. The amendment is not located adjacent to another jurisdiction and
does not significantly impact a public education facility.
