Community policing innovations focus on a variety of issues including those that are
unique to the CRA such as homelessness, prostitution, drugs and street crimes, and a
large immigrant population. A key component of the City’s redevelopment strategy is to
reduce crime in the CRA and improve the quality of life of residents, businesses and
visitors. In order to achieve this goal, additional community policing presence is needed.
Through the use of TIF funds an enhanced level of community policing can be achieved.

History of Special Area Plan Review
Clearwater Downtown Redevelopment Plan

In December 1994 (Case #CW 94-55), the Countywide Planning Authority
(CPA) approved Countywide Plan Map amendments intended to recognize the
downtown Clearwater Central Business District (CBD), subject to the submission
and approval of a plan associated with the amended CBD area. In November
1995 (Case #CW 95-42), the CPA approved the Clearwater Downtown
Redevelopment Plan. In 1998, two minor plan changes were received and
accepted, changing land use designations within the plan area. In February 2004,
the CPA approved the revised Clearwater Downtown Redevelopment Plan, which
was consolidated with the Clearwater Downtown Periphery Plan. The approval of
the revised plan included two conditions: one condition required submission by
the City of any future amendment to the Downtown Redevelopment Plan, for
receipt and acceptance, or for consideration as an amendment, as is determined
necessary, under the Countywide Plan amendment process; the second condition
required the submission by the City of a monitoring and evaluation report for the
CBD designation assessing the status of plan implementation progress and
measurable impacts to date, within five (5) years of the February 3, 2004
approval date. In December 2004, a minor plan change, including the addition of
design guidelines, was received and accepted. In March 2005, a minor plan
change, including changes associated with the extension of the Downtown
Corridor designation along North Fort Harrison Avenue, as well as other minor
editorial changes, was received and accepted.

Minor Plan Change: CW 94-55 (SAP Change No. 7-2009) — Clearwater CBD — Mr.
Crawford stated that the City of Clearwater is proposing to amend the Clearwater
Downtown Redevelopment Plan by revising the text to encourage the development
of a performing arts theater downtown and to support community policing efforts
downtown.

***Ron Rinzivillo entered the meeting at this time.***

Gina Clayton stated that the Community Redevelopment Agency and the City
Council have entered into an interlocal agreement for additional community policing
and provided background on the City’s community policing efforts. Mr. Beardslee
noted that since this has not yet gone to the Board, he will have to abstain from
voting. Discussion followed regarding community policing and financial impacts
relating to Tax Increment Financing monies.

Ms. Clayton noted that the City has purchased the former Royalty Theater and that
Ruth Eckerd Performing Arts will be taking over the operation of the theater.

Fred Metcalf moved approval of staff recommendation that the Council receive and
accept the proposed minor change to the Clearwater Downtown Redevelopment Plan
and submission to the CPA for receipt and acceptance. The motion was seconded by
Bob Jarzen and carried (vote 10-0 with one abstention by the representative of
Pinellas County).
