Regular Plan Amendments :

Case CW 09- 18 City of Largo - Mr. Brown stated that this 1.6-acre site is proposed
to be amended from Residential Medium and Preservation with Water/Drainage
Feature Overlay to Commercial General and Preservation with Water/Drainage
Feature Overlay and is located at 2174 and 2180 - 62nd Street North. Mr. Brown
further stated the site consists of two single-family dwellings and is proposed to be
developed with a small-scale retail development that would combine the subject
property with a contiguous 0.43'acre parcel designated CG to the south; and that no
change to the Preservation category with the Water/Drainage Feature Overlay has
been requested.

Mr. Klute stated the piece at the front on Roosevelt Boulevard was zoned CG and is
controlled at the rear by Transportation/Utility and Preservation; and that this gives
a developable piece that would meet Largo's requirements. In response to query by
Mr. MacAulay, Mr. Klute stated that the level of service of "D" for Roosevelt Blvd.
is not expected to change.

After full presentation and discussion, Rick MacAulay moved to approve the staff
recommendation of approval; the motion was seconded by Lynn Rosetti and carried
(vote l1-0).

Case CW 09-18: Pinellas County

July 15,2009, PPC Meeting

Relevant C o untvwide C onsideratio ns :

1) Consistencv with the Countvwide Plan and Rules The
Commercial General (CG) category that is proposed for the
amendment area is compatible with the surrounding existing uses and
nearby Countywide Plan Map categories. The northem portion of the
amendment is within the 100-year floodplain and is designated
Preservation with Water/Drainage Feature Overlay; to the south is a
0.43 acre parcel designated CG under common ownership with the
subject parcel; to the east across 62nd Street North is a Progress
Energy transmission line designated Transportation Utility; and to the
west is property designated Residential Medium. The predominate
land use category by acreage within Ya mile radius of the subject
property is CG (See chart below).

There is also property along Roosevelt Boulevard approximately 1/8
of a mile to the west of the subject property designated
Residential/Offi ce General (R/OG).

The proposed CG designation is consistent with the pu{pose statement
and locational criteria that are enumerated in the Countywide Rules,
which state that the CG category is generally appropriate to locations
that,". . . depict those areqs of the County that are now developed, or
appropriate to be developed, in a manner designed to provide
community and countywide commercial goods and services; and to
recognize such ereos as primarily consistent with the need,
relationship to adjoining uses and with the objective of encouraging a

consolidated, concentrated commercial center providing for the full
spectrum of commercial uses."

The locational characteristics in the Rules state that, "this category is
generally appropriate to locations in and adjacent to activity centers
where surrounding land uses support and qre compatible with
intensive commercial use; and in areos in proximity to and with good
access to major transportationfacilities, including mass transit."

As the subject property is in proximity to Roosevelt Boulevard, a
principal arterial roadway, which supports mass transit, and is in the
vicinity of a variety of residential and non-residential uses that
encourage and concentrate intensive commercial uses along a major
roadway, this proposed amendment can be considered consistent with
this Relevant Countywide Consideration.

Adopted Roadwav Level of Service (LOS) Standard The
amendment is not directly located on a roadway with a LOS below
"D", nor will the amendment if approved cause the immediate
segment to fall below a LOS "D."

Location on a ScenicAlon-Commercial Corridor (SNCC) - The
proposed amendment area is not located along a SNCC. Thus, these
policies are not applicable.

Coastal Hieh Hazard Areas (CHHA) - The proposed amendment
areas are not located in a CHHA. Thus these policies are not
applicable.

5) Designated Development/Redevelopment Areas - The amendment
area is not located in, nor does it impact, designated development or
redevelopment areas.

Educational Facilitv - The amendment is not adjacent to another
jurisdiction.

Additionally, the amendment area does not adjoin, nor will it impact a
public educational facility. Therefore, this request can be considered
consistent with this Relevant Countvwide Consideration.
