SUBJECT:
2009 Annual Plan Map Adjustments - Official Acceptance

RECOMMENDATION:
Council Recommend To The Countywide Planning Authority That The Proposed
Countywide Plan Map Boundary Adjustments Be Officially Accepted.

BACKGROAND

The Rules Conceming the Administration of the Countywide Future Land Use Plan
(Countywide Rules) provide a procedure for local governments within Pinellas County to
submit requests for Countywide Plan Map boundary adjustments that involve the
WateriDrainage Feature, Preservation, and Recreation/Open Space categories, as well as
categories associated with diminimus adjustments.

These boundaries of these categories are often generalized on the Countywide Plan Map and
after site plan review at the local level, or other action such as completion of a wetland
jurisdictional determination, a more specific area can be delineated. More specifically, as per
subsection 6.3.8.6 of the Countywide Rules adjustments can be:

o Related to and consistent with a jurisdictional boundary determination under state
agency rules; or

r Related to and consistent with an approved site plan or project plan for a body of
water or drainage feature; or

o Related to and consistent with the purpose and characteristics of the particular
plan category being adjusted and, absent a determination by the Executive
Director to the contrary, based upon a finding by the local government with
jurisdiction or its designee that such adjustment is diminimus in extent and effect.

The following proposed adjustments to the Countywide Plan Map have been submitted to the
Council for official acceptance consistent with the Countywide Rules. This year, a total of
five map adjustments have been submitted for consideration by the City of Seminole and the
Cify of Clearwater as summarized below. Both of the City of Clearwater amendments
involve adjacent unincorporated areas. In order to complete the adjustments in this adjacent

jurisdiction Council staff asked for and obtained letters of no objection from Pinellas County.
Therefore, the result will be continuous, complete, and more accurate Countywide Plan Map
designations for the areas in question.

City of Seminole:

o Area 1 - This area is a pafi of the Park Trails Subdivision. The adjustment will
reclassiff a 1.24 acre, l0-foot wide strip of land (a proposed maintenance
easement) involving seven parcels from Preservation to Residential Low along the
eastern edge of the subdivision (or western edge of the contiguous drainage
canal). These parcels are located on the east side of Lake Seminole outfall canal
at the northeast intersection of 98ft Street and 82nd Avenue.

o Area 2 - This adjustment is adjacent to Lake Seminole and is owned by Pinellas
County EnvironmentalManagement. The adjustment will reclassiff 3.29 acres of
wetlands and other surface waters from Commercial General to Preservation with
Water/Drainage Feature Overlay, to reflect the existing retention ponds and
natural areas along the eastem side of parcel 22130115100000/430/0400. This
parcel is located on the west side of Lake Seminole at the northeast intersection of
Seminole Boulevard and Claude Whittle Road. Pinellas County, the property
owner, has submitted a letter of no objection to the amendment.

o Area 3 - This adjustment is part of the OB/GYN Institute, Inc. property and will
reclassify a 0.08 acre strip of land from Institutional to Commercial General along
the eastern border of the site. This parcel is located at9677 Seminole Boulevard.
This adjustment will result in the CG category following the OB/GYN Institute's
property line, which was inaccurately described in a previous Countywide Plan
Map amendment.

City of Clearwater:

r Area I - This adjustment is a Preservation line adjustment along the eastern side
of Stevenson's Creek and will reclassiff 1.28 acres on 15 parcels from
Preservation to Residential Low within the Stevenson's Heights Subdivision.
These parcels are located on the west side of Kings Highway, between Fairmont
and Engman Streets. The Preservation category is presently located within the
backyards of the single-family lots involved.

o Area 2 - This adjustment is a part of the Brooklawn Subdivision and will
reclassiS 0.85 acres of land involving five parcels from Preservation to
Residential Urban; and 0.33 acres of land from Preservation with Water/Drainage
Feature to Residential Medium. These parcels are located along the eastern side
of The Mall roadway. The previous open creek has been redirected, placed within
culverts from Union Street to Woodlawn Tenace, and moved to the right-of-way
on The Mall.
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A portion of the right-of-way (0.21 acres) that is an active creek bed on the
southem end of The Mall will also be reclassified to Water/Drainase Feature.

Planners Advisorv Committee (PAC)

The PAC members discussed this case at their July 6, 2009 meeting, and recommended
approval of staff recommendations (vote 11-0).

Water/Drainage Features. Water bodies and drainage
features depicted on the Countywide Plan Map may be
generalized. If required to make a more definitive
interpretation than is possible from the official Countywide
Plan Map, the Countywide Stormwater Management Plan,
comprised of the Pinellas County Master Drainage Plan and
subsequent Watershed Management Plans, Stormwater
Management Elements of the respective local government
Comprehensive Plans, individual site inspection and survey
at the time of amendment, or final site plan or other
authorized development order action of the local
government with jurisdiction, shall be determinative of
actual location, subject to the provisions of subsection

6.3.8.6 below.

The Water/Drainage Feature category may be added,
deleted or adjusted on the Future Land Use Plan map in
accord with a stormwater management project based on the
request of the local government(s) with jurisdiction through
the map adjustment process based on the approved plan(s)
for such project. Nothing in these Countywide Rules shall
require a local government with jurisdiction to seek or
obtain a Countywide Plan Map amendment or adjustment
in advance of a project to create, expand, reconfigure or
otherwise establish a body of water and/or drainage feature
in connection with a stormwater management project.
Within one (1) year from the completion of any such project
that would otherwise be required to be shown on the
Countywide Plan Mop, the local government(s) with
jurisdiction shall forward the appropriate designation to the
PPC to be officially accepted and recorded on the
Countywide Plan Map through the map adjustment process

as set forth in subsection 6.3.8.6.

Preservation and Recreation/Open Space Areas. The
Preservation and Recreation/Open Space categories as
depicted on the Countywide PIan Map frequently denote
and are intended to delineate natural and physical
characteristics and may be generalized. If required to make
a more definitive interpretation than is possible from the
official Countywide Plan Mup, individual site inspection
and survey at the time of amendment or final site plan or

other authorized development order action of the local
government with jurisdiction shall be determinative of
actual location, subject to the provisions of subsection
6.3.8.6 below.

6.3.8.6 Map Adiustment Consistent With Boundarv Interpretation.
The provisions set forth above relative to plan map
boundary adjustments for Water/Drainage Feature,
Preservation and Recreation/Open Space categories shall
not be deemed map amendmentsl provided that such
boundary adjustments are:

. Related to and consistent with a jurisdictional boundary
determination under state agency rules which is
consistent with such rulesl or

. Related to and consistent with an approved site or
project plan for a body of water or drainage featurel or

. Related to and consistent with the purpose and
characteristics of the particular category being adjusted
and, absent a determination by the Executive Director to
the contrary, based upon a finding by the local
government with jurisdiction or its designee that such
adjustment is diminimus in extent and affect.

Upon approval of a final site plan or other authorized
development order action of the local government with
jurisdictiono the established boundary survey or approved
plan shall be forwarded to the PPC. Any adjustments to the
Countywide Plan Map deemed necessary to more accurately
reflect the boundary interpretation or approved plan on the
Countywide Plan Map will be considered for official
acceptance by the CPA, upon recommendation by the PPC'
during the annual map update process referenced in

Section 2.2,2.

6.3.8.6.1 Determinations bv the Executive Director under
subsection 6.3.8.6 are interpretations governed by
Division 6.3. Any map boundary adjustment determined
under the applicable provisions of these Countywide Rules
for interpretation to be of such significance as to require
plan map amendment, shall comply with the otherwise

applicable provisions of these Countywide Rules for map
amendment.

Cases Not Covered bv 6.3.8.1 throueh 6.3.8.6. In cases not
covered by Sec. 6.3.8.1 through 6.3.8.6, or where the
property or street layout existing on the ground is at
variance with that shown on the Countywide Plan Map, the
interpretation of the Countywide Plan Map shall be in
accordance with the purpose and intent of the Countywide
Plan Map, these Countywide Rules, and Chapter 88-464,
Laws of Florida, as amended.
