BACKGROAND

At the Council's Special Meeting of July 6, 2009, the Council expressed the desire to
communicate to the Board of County Commissioners the need to address and resolve a
number of issues raised in the course of this year's budgeting process related to the

Council's role, and the potential for a more effective and equitable approach to planning

in the County.

Staff first drafted a composite resolution that attempted to incorporate the Council's
adoption of the FY 2009-10 budget with an outline of the issues and proposed approach to

their examination. This presented several difficulties relative to clearly distinguishing
between current budget matters and longer-term policy issues. For that reason, staff has
drafted the accompanying brief resolution dealing only with the adoption of the budget.
We will continue to work on a second, broader resolution along the lines discussed by the
Council that will be available for review and discussion at the Council meeting. This will
give the Council the option of combining them into a single resolution if that is your
preference, or to treat them separately and perhaps provide additional time to refine and
elaborate on the broader resolution to be acted on at a subsequent date.

Given that this is a first attempt to express the Council's sentiment as discussed on July 6,
please feel free to contact Dave Healey prior to the July 15 meeting with your thoughts
and suggestions.

WHEREAS, the Pinellas County Planning Council (hereinafter Council) was created pursuant
to a Special Act of the State Legislature, Chp. 88-464, Laws of Florida (hereinafter Special Act); and

WHEREAS, the function of the Council and the countynide planning l1rocess set forth in the
Special Act were validated through a Pinellas County Charter ArnendmenJ approved by the electorate
in November, 1988; and

WHEREAS, the specific provision for funding and budget approval by the Council are set
forth in Section 7 of the Special Act; and

WHEREAS, the authority for the preparation, approval, and adoptioo of the Council budget
rests with the Council, subject to review by the Board of County C-qmmissioners; and

WHEREAS, the Council has operated efficiently over many years, reducing its budget,
millage rate, and ad valorem tax revenues by significant amounts over the previous six-year period;

WHEREAS' the Council has been requested by Pinellas County to funher reduce its work
program and budget for FY 2009-10; and

WHERSAb, in" Council is prepared to cooperate to the full extent that allows it to function
and meet its obligations in a reasonable manner under the Special Act; and

WHEREAS, the Council recognizes the current economic climate and is desirous of doing its
share to reduce the tax burden on the property owners bf Pinellas County; and

Wffnnn,q.S, the Council, after careful deliberation, is prepared to adjust its work program and
budget forsuch period of time as may be reasonable given the economic climate.

NOW THERET'ORE, BE IT RESOTVED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Pinellas Planning Council hereby approves and adopts a budget of $1,156,650
and a corresponding millage rate of 0.0125 for FY 2009-10 as set forth in Attachment
I to thiS Resolution.

2. The Council hereby authorizes the transmittal of this Resolution inclusive of the
attached budget and millage rate to the Pinellas County Board of County
Commissioners for their review and action as may be required under the Special Act.
