Consistency with the Countywide Plan and Rules — The subject property
is part of a larger parcel owned by Pinellas County, but maintained and
operated by the St. Petersburg-Clearwater International Airport. This 118-
acre parcel, along with the remaining 10-acre parcel that is subject to
amendment in case CW 09-28, is used as the AIRCO golf course.

The Countywide Rules state that the Industrial Limited category “...is
generally appropriate to locations with sufficient size to encourage an
industrial park arrangement, as well as integrated industrial/mixed-use
projects, with provision for internal service access in locations suitable for
light industrial use with minimal adverse impact on adjoining uses; and
served by the arterial and thoroughfare highway network, as well as mass
transit.”

Also, the Countywide Rules state that: “...It is the purpose of this category
to depict those areas of the county that are now developed, or appropriate
to be developed, in a limited industrial manner; and so as to encourage the
reservation and wuse of consolidated areas for industrial and
industrial/mixed-use in a manner and location consistent with surrounding
use, transportation facilities, and natural resource characteristics.”

The Recreation/Open Space locational characteristics state that, “this
category is generally appropriate to those public and private open spaces
and recreational facilities dispersed throughout the county; and in
recognition of the natural and man-made conditions which contribute to the
active and passive open space character and recreation use of such
locations.”

The subject area is of sufficient size to encourage an industrial park
arrangement, allowing for internal access and a mix of uses, and has good
access to transportation facilities, including the Pinellas Suncoast Transit
Authority bus system.

The immediate area to the east across Evergreen Avenue is currently
designated Industrial Limited and is also owned by Pinellas County
(maintained by the Airport). A significant portion of it lies within the
Coastal High hazard Area and also contains wetlands, natural areas, and
archeological resources that act as a significant visual and sound buffer
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between the Airport and the residential areas found in Feather Sound. This
area is also important to buffer the proposed industrial uses from the
residences and should be amended to Preservation at the time the Master
Development Plan is approved in order to maintain this buffer.

This amendment to IL, subject to the amendment of the 60.1-acre County-
owned area east of Evergreen Avenue to Preservation, is deemed consistent
with the purpose statement and locational characteristics found in the
Countywide Rules and the proposed amendments can be considered
consistent with this Relevant Countywide Consideration.

Adopted Roadway Level of Service (LOS) Standard — The amendment
impacts a roadway with a LOS below “D.” The facility, Ulmerton Road
between where Roosevelt Boulevard connects on the west and where it re-
connects further east, is a LOS “F” with a volume to capacity (v/c) ratio of
1.10 (i.e., the traffic volume exceeds the adopted capacity of the roadway
by 10%). Uses associated with the IL category are estimated to add 7% of
volume to the roadway, as there some 8,518 additional daily vehicle trips
from the amendment area impacting Ulmerton Road (based upon the
difference between traffic generation rates from typical R/OS uses and
those associated with IL uses).

Local approval of the requested amendment is conditioned by
comprehensive plan policies being adopted by Pinellas County that limit
the development potential on this parcel, and the adjacent CG parcel to the
south discussed in case CW 09-28. This parcel is restricted to a maximum
of 720,000 square feet of “industrial/flex” space, 199,000 square feet of
office use, and 200,000 square feet of aviation related uses. Absent
restrictions the IL category allows a maximum of 3,341,000 square feet of
industrial and office use on the 118 acres. However, uses within the IL
category do not normally develop at the maximum of 0.65 floor area ratio
(FAR), but rather at the standard shown in the Countywide Rules of a 0.39
FAR or less. Comparing this 0.39 FAR with the County’s self-imposed
restriction it is estimated that this County restriction will significantly
reduce the potential number of trips from the site through the reduction of
the potential for additional square footage by 44%. It will also provide an
upper limit on the number of vehicle trips, as opposed to the potential for
the site being developed closer to the maximum permitted.

An additional condition placed on the amendment by Pinellas County is
that a Master Development Plan (MDP) be submitted and reviewed by the
Board of County Commissioners for 73 acres of the 118 acres (i.e., does not
include the 45 acres of Airport use). A MDP is needed to identify
transportation issues and required improvements to the transportation
network, appropriate buffering, other infrastructure needs, and other
relevant issues and strategies to address development impacts. The
transportation impacts from this additional 45-acre area proposed for use by
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the Airport should be included in a Transportation Management Plan
(TMP).

The site has good access to transportation facilities, including the Pinellas
Suncoast Transit Authority bus system. Routes 97, 98, and 300x traverse
Ulmerton Road, with 300x being used mostly for commuting between
Downtown Tampa and Pinellas County. Additionally, a PSTA transfer
station is just south of the site off 34" Street North (routes 11, 52, and 59
also use this terminal).

Additionally, it should be noted that a significant number of roadway
improvements are planned for the area between now and the year 2035, but
these improvements are not expected to improve the roadway’s LOS of
“F.” However, it has been estimated that these improvements will keep
traffic on Ulmerton Road close to the current volume to capacity ratio.

Lastly, the 60.1-acre County-owned parcel to the east of Evergreen Avenue
has significant development potential that could result in additional traffic
being generated impacting Ulmerton Road. The amendment of these
parcels to Preservation would ensure that no significant additional traffic
would be generated from this area. However, should any of these
development rights be transferred to the adjacent 118-acre AIRCO parcel,
the resulting vehicle trips should be accounted for in the Transportation
Management Plan. Additionally, this transfer should also require an
additional amendment to the County’s policies restricting the site to
720,000 square feet of industrial/flex space, 199,000 of office space, and
200,000 square feet of aviation uses.

The County’s policy limitations associated with this site significantly
reduce the potential number of trips otherwise associated with this
amendment; however it is important that the TMP identify transportation
issues and propose appropriate mitigation for the entire 118 acre
amendment area. Therefore, it can be concluded that the amendment to IL,
subject to the TMP and the amendment of the 60.1-acre area owned by
Pinellas County to Preservation, satisfactorily addresses this Relevant
Countywide Consideration to the extent practicable.

Location _on_a _Scenic/Non-Commercial Corridor (SNCC) - The
amendment area is not located within a SNCC, so these policies are not
applicable.

Coastal High Hazard Areas (CHHA) — The amendment area is not
located in a CHHA, so these policies are not applicable. It should be noted
that the majority of the northern portion of the 60.1 acre area east of
Evergreen Avenue recommended to be amended from IL to Preservation is
within the CHHA.
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Designated Development/Redevelopment Areas — The amendment area
is not located in, nor does it impact, designated development or
redevelopment areas.

Adjacent To or Impacting An Adjoining Jurisdiction or Public
Educational Facility — The amendment is adjacent to the City of St.
Petersburg (to the southeast at 34™ Street North and Ulmerton Road), but
will not significantly impact the City as they provide no services to the
subject site and the uses proposed for this site are consistent with the uses
in this adjacent City area. The City of Largo provides sewer to the area,
Pinellas County provides water and police services, and the City of Pinellas
Park provides fire service to the area via the Highpoint Fire District
contract with Pinellas County. Additionally, the amendment will not
significantly impact a public education facility. Therefore, this request can
be considered consistent with this Relevant Countywide Consideration.
