That The Proposed Map Amendment To Institutional Be Approved.

Separately And In Addition" It Is Recommended That The City Give Special Consideration
To The Improvement Of The Site With Respect To The Buffering And Landscaping
Guidelines Of The ScenicA.{oncommercial Conidor Master Plan.

T BACKGROAND

This proposed amendment is submitted by the City of Clearwater and seeks to reclassiff
twenty-eight parcels totaling 5.2 acres of land from Residential Urban (RU) to Institutional
(I). The majority of the parcels, fifteen, are currently vacant, and the remaining thirteen are
developed with single-family homes. Four of the twenty-eight parcels, along with a portion
of right-of-way, were recently annexed into the City of Clearwater. The owner of the
parcels, First Baptist Church of Clearwater, alk/a Calvary Baptist Church, intends to
redevelop these consolidated parcels for drainage putposes and outdoor recreation for the
adjacent church/school to the north.

II. FINDINGS

Staff submits the following findings in support of the recommendation for approval:

A. The proposed Institutional category recognizes the future use of the site and is
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consistent with the criteria for utilization of this category; in particular given its
relationship to the existing church and school and the proposed use of the property in
connection therewith;

B. The proposed amendment is adjacent to but will not negatively impact a roadway with
an LOS of "F;"

C. The proposed Institutional category applied to the subject site can be deemed
consistent with the Residential subclassification of the adjacent
ScenicA.{oncommercial Conidor given the limited portion of the site extending to
McMullen Booth Road and the proposed use of the property; and

D. The proposed Institutional category either does not involve, or will not significantly
impact, the remaining relevant countywide considerations.

In consideration of and based upon a balanced lesislative determination of the Relevant
Countvwide Considerations, as thev relate to the overall purpose and integritv of the
Countvwide PIan, it is recommended that the proposed Institutional Countvwide Plan Map
cotegorv be approved.

Case CW 10-10: City of Clearwater

Relevant Countywide Considerations:

Consistencv with the Counfvwide Plan and Rules - The subject site
contains twenty-eight parcels, fifteen of which are vacant and thirteen
contain single-family homes. The site is adjoined by single-family
residential homes and offices on the south and east, a tourist Recreational
Vehicle (RV) park to the west, and the parent church property on the north.

The locational characteristics contained in the Countywide Rules state that
the Institutional category is "generally appropriate to those locations where
educational, health, public safety, civic, religious and like institutional uses
are required to serye the communiQ; and to recognize the special needs of
these uses relative to their relationship with surrounding uses and
transportation acces s."

This amendment is deemed consistent with the pu{pose statement and
locational characteristics found in the Countywide Rules and the proposed
amendment can be considered consistent with this Relevant Countywide
Consideration.

Adopted Roadway Level of Service (LOS) Standard - The amendment
is located just west of a roadway with a LOS below o'D", McMullen Booth
Road. However, traffic generated by the proposed amendment will not
result in a significant impact to the existing LOS.

Location on a Scenic/Non-Commercial Corridor (SNCC) - The subject
site is located just west of McMullen Booth Road, which is designated as a
Primary SNCC with this portion of the corridor having a subclassification
of "Residential". The intent and purpose of the SNCC designation is to
guide the preservation and enhancement of scenic qualities, to ensure the
integrity of the Countywide Future Land Use Plan, and to maintain and
enhance the traff,rc operation of these significant roadway corridors in
Pinellas County. The classification extends for 500 feet from the edge of
the right-of-way.
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The principal objectives of SNCC designations are:

. To preserve and enhance scenic qualities found along these
corridors and to foster community awareness of the scenic
nature of these corridors;

. To encourage superior communiQ design and enhanced
landscape treatment, both outside of and within the public
right-of-way;

. To encourage land uses along these corridors which
contribute to an integrated, well planned and visually
pleasing development pattern, while discouraging the
proliferation of commercial, ffice, industrial or intense
r e s idential deve lopment b eyond are as spe c ific ally de s ignat e d

for such uses on the Future Land Use Plan;
. To assist in maintaining the trffic operation of roadways

within these corridors through land use type and
density/intensity controls, and by conformance to access
management regulations, by selective transit route location,
and by the development of integrated and safe pedestrian and
bicycle access systems ;

. To encourage design standards identified within the "Pinellas
County Countywide Scenic/Non-Commercial Corridor
Master Plan" through the adoption of local ordinances and
regulations consistent with those standards set forth within
the Master Plan.

The Countywide Rules state that the requested Institutional category is
considered to be potentially consistent with the "Residential"
subclassification. Section 4.2.7 .1.4.B.3 states that the Institutional category
as applied to the site must be consistent with the character, intensity, and
scale of the uses permitted, other Countywide Plan Map categories in the
area, adjoining existing uses, and the need for and service area of use. The
application of the Institutional category to the subject area can be deemed
consistent with this section given the proposed use of the property.
Additionally, it is important to note that only a small portion of the subject
area is within the SNCC and should not have any significant impacts to the
purpose and intent of the SNCC Element.

Coastal Hieh Hazard Areas (CHHA) - The amendment area is not
located in a CHHA, so these policies are not applicable.

Designated Development/Redevelopment Areas - The amendment area
is not located in, nor does it impact, designated development or
redevelopment areas.
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6) Adiacent To or Impactine An Adioinins Jurisdiction or Public
Educational Facility - The amendment is adjacent to two small enclaves
of unincorporated Pinellas County to the east. Services to the area are
provided by the City of Clearwater.

Therefore, there should be no significant impacts to Pinellas County should
the amendment be approved.

Additionally, the amendment area does not adjoin, nor will it impact, a
public educational facility. Therefore, this request can be considered
consistent with this Relevant Countywide Consideration.

Conclusion:

On balance, it can be concluded that the requested amendment from RU to I is
deemed consistent with the Relevant Countywide Considerations foand in the
Countywide Rales.
